Wetlands Reserve Program — The Wet-
lands Reserve Program (WRP) is a voluntary pro-
gram that provides technical and financial assistance 
for the restoration or enhancement of wetland habi-
tat.  The goal of the program is to create shallow, 
open water areas for waterfowl.  Eligible land must 
have a history of agricultural use and be relatively 
open, not forested.  Private landowners may file an 
application for a conservation easement or a cost-
share restoration agreement with the USDA Natural 
Resources Conservation Service. To find out more 
about these options or to schedule a field visit, please 
contact Katie Nash at (315) 252-4171 ext.
