Patterson Farm Project —The Cayuga 
County SWCD is partnering with ACS and 
a local landowner to provide construction 
inspection and technical service during the 
construction of a methane digester. This 
innovative technology will produce elec-
tricity from the dairy animals waste.

Lockwood Farm Project— Co-
operating with a local farmer, the 
District, along with a private con-
sulting firm is beginning con-
struction of a project to manage 
manure.  Through technical sup-
port and inspection services, the 
District will oversee the imple-
mentation of an Integrity® ma-
nure management system.  This 
project is scheduled to be com-
pleted by the fall of 2005.
